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I was born in Detroit, MI on 2-August-1939. From six months till the age of fourteen, 
I was raised in Port Huron Michigan. In 1954 -1958 my parents moved to Utica, MI 
where I attended and graduated from high school. In June 1958 I joined the Marine 
Corps and retired after 27 years in 1985. While in the Marine Corps I have taught at 
just about every command on the east and west coast and overseas. 
 
Upon my retirement in 1985, I settled in Wellington, NV at a place called Topaz Ranch Estates, some 35 miles south of 
Carson City, NV where I still reside. For ten years, I owned a small business in excavating and land development. During 
this time, I also taught Shobudo at the Parks & Recreation Dept in Gardnerville, NV.
